JS took attendance and thanked everyone for coming.

I. Old business

JS informed the board that the IRS is processing the club’s 501(c)(3) application, and that FHPS has approved the use of district facilities pending insurance certificates.
II. Action Items

In order to secure the insurance for the fall season, the club needs to apply for full club membership to USA Field Hockey.  Given that registration money hasn’t started coming in yet, the club needs a brief infusion of cash to secure the proper documents.  JS offered to make a $300, zero-interest loan to the club until July 1st when the cash flow situation is resolved.  TR moved to accept these terms, JP seconded.  Approved unanimously with abstention from JS and AS.
III. Other business

AS updated the board on field scheduling.  While departing CHS athletic director Clark Udell was extremely helpful in securing the turf field for home games, FHPS is not making the process of finding practice space an easy one.  Suggestions on practice times and locations are still welcome.

AS informed the board that the Shaners are expecting an addition to the family in October; as such, additional parent support will be needed as the season progresses.  The rest of the board expressed congratulations and offered to help in any way possible.  AS has been in contact with former EGR assistant Cassie Hoffman about helping on an irregular basis this season.
The board discussed options for spirit wear and fundraising.  Players will be organizing the summer car wash, and have brought the idea of participating in the “Play for the Cure” program for breast cancer to the staff’s attention.  This idea was met with support from the board and will be investigated.

JS informed the board that FHE athletic director Tim Hollern is open to the idea of donating or selling used lacrosse kilts to the club, which would help the budget for uniforms tremendously this fall.
CA moved to adjourn at 7:30.  AS seconded.  Unanimous approval.
