Minutes 06/08/10

Meeting called to order at 6:44 PM.

Present: Carol Aaron (CA), Therese Rouse (TR), Andrea Shaner (AS), Jon Shaner (JS).
Excused: Kevin Hausch (KH), Fritz Owen (FO), Jae Prevost (JP)

JS took attendance and thanked everyone for coming.

I. Reports
AS presented the coaches’ report and accepted comment.  CA suggested including videotaping and study in the practice schedule next season.  TR made a motion to accept the coaches’ report.  CA seconded, and the report was accepted unanimously.
JS discussed the financial report and ways the club could improve its financial standing in the offseason.  TR recommended that sponsorships sold by players/parents help to reduce their club fees.  This system was used to a lesser extent in 2008 with limited success, but JS noted that it is still a good idea and should be brought up again.  Again, TR moved to accept the financial report.  CA seconded, and the report was accepted unanimously.
JS also presented the results of the end-of-season survey.  There was not much noteworthy in the survey results, but it did lead to a discussion of parent participation.  TR suggested that a “team parent” could be useful in being a liaison between parents as a group and the coaches/board.

II. New Business
The arrangement of practice space at Cornerstone University came with a ‘strong suggestion’ of a donation to the university from the club at the end of the season.  All agreed that this was appropriate, and a discussion started about a good amount to give.  It was noted that we would like to continue to work with Cornerstone in the future, so the amount should be as generous as possible based on the club’s financial situation.  After further discussion, TR moved to give a donation of $250.  AS seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
AS brought a program for the National Field Hockey Coaches’ Association convention.  She discussed the benefits of attending this event for the club.  The convention is in Baltimore this year, so AS would be able to stay with family instead of needing a hotel.  In addition, JS mentioned that for an extra $25 above the convention registration, AS and CA would receive memberships into the NFHCA for 2011.  TR agreed that the opportunity would be important to the growth of the program and moved to appropriate $325 for the registration and membership.  CA seconded, and the motion passed unanimously with AS abstaining.
In open discussion, fundraising ideas were brought up, and in light of the outgoing payments ahead of the club, CA suggested that a push for business and personal sponsorships be made in the offseason rather than waiting until the summer.  Also, TR suggested with unanimous agreement that players who have not turned in their uniforms be billed for their replacement.

With no further items for discussion, TR moved to adjourn at 7:28.  CA seconded.  Unanimous approval.
